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POSITIVE YOUTH AND CHILDREN DEVELOPMENT
PARADIGM

Nada Polovina®

The subject of inclusion of children with disabilities in primary schools is observed from the
perspective of theoretical framework signified as “positive youth development’, with the aim
of identifying possibilities for improving existing models of inclusive practice by connecting
them with determinants of this new paradigm in comprehending development of youth and
children.In the first part of the presentation, the results of an analysis of the situation in the field
based on collecting relevant literature (reviewed papers published in scientific magazines)
published on both international and local levels over the past 10 years, are presented. The
results show that the development of inclusive education in various countries progressed
at different pace but in the same direction - from education policies (based on international
legal and strategic regulations) towards practice, and that convincing leading rhetoric and
establishing binding frameworks of inclusive practice took over the place of thorough
analyses of existing work models — the purpose of their implementation, real contributions,
implications for the work of teachers. On the other hand, the mentioned literature review
shows that analyses which include theoretical and conceptual inclusion frameworks are
very rare, and that even long-existing models, such as the model oriented towards the
whole school (the whole school approach), are not entirely articulated on a conceptual
level. Misbalance between legal and managerial frameworks and conceptual and theoretical
basis of inclusive practice leads to maintaining numerous dilemmas and uncertainties cause
by often contradictory managerial imperatives, as well as tensions between various actors
(educational authorities and schools, principals and teachers, parents and schools/teachers;
teachers and children/child with disabilities; students with and without disabilities). Besides
that, already mentioned misbalance obstructs raising awareness that this is a very complex
field of work where there are significantly more problems than it has been acknowledged by
legal and managerial initiatives.

Inthe second part of the presentation, key determinants of a comprehensive theoretical
framework “positive youth development” which was created by a group of American authors
(Richard Lerner, Peter Benson, Robert LeVine, Williamm Damon, and others) at the end of the
20" and the beginning of the 21 century, based on the foundations of developmental
system theories as a new paradigm in perceiving youth and children development. Central
determinants and principles of theoretical framework, relevant for inclusive practice, are: (a)
each child/young person has a unique potential (a capacity to develop/change and progress)

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which develops through positive learning experiences; (b) developmental affirmation of a
child’s potential occurs through changing the relationship child-environment, it’s of vital
importance to create conditions in the school environment (structural and human resources;
various program options, support from teachers and peers) which enable children to
positively connect (by participating and talking) with learning environment; (c) growth and
development of a child are maximized when there’s and orchestrated two-way relationship
between a child and environment, that is a child’s potentials and environmental possibilities;
(d) an educational context is a framework through which, apart from knowledge established
by a school program, numerous functionally valuable behaviors are built (competencies,
character, confidence, capacity to connect with others and care for others) beneficial for a
person and the environment they live in (reasoning, learning about possibility to change
oneself, about relationships with others, about setting goals, etc); (e) the emphasize is put
on prevention and strategies whose essence is to “neutralize” development of risky behaviors
(such as discrimination, violence) by focusing on supporting functionally desirable behaviors
and positive experiences.

The third part of the presentation sheds light on and concretizes possibilities of
implementing theoretical framework “positive youth development”in the context of inclusion
by means of analyzing practices of inclusive and individually adjusted education in primary
schools in Norway —a country that is well ahead in promoting the viewpoint and the approach
known as “one school for all".

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CLASSIFICATION OF PEOPLE WITH SPECIAL NEEDS
AS A CHALLENGE OF INCLUSIVE PARADIGM

The classification/categorization of children with special needs has been in fact the basis of a
two-tiered system of education. The classification of the education wants to determine more
precisely what these children differ in and to give them the specific modalities of education
— that means special schools. Norwich says that classification has caused separation and
stigmatization. We can also say that changes in the classification reflect the development
phase of the inclusive education, its problems and challenges. As we know from the
professional and scientific researches on the development of an inclusive paradigm, the
parents of these children first identified the controversy of such a classification. Therefore, it
is necessary when we stand before the further development of the inclusive education - this
also being the working title of the conference - that we, as experts in education, examine the
views on classification in the context of inclusive education. Therefore we welcome the efforts
of the Pedagogical Institute in Belgrade that, in the context of this conference, gives us an
opportunity to discuss open questions and dilemmas of the inclusive education.

In fact, it is absurd that children are called children with special needs, since they are
not defined and classified according to specific needs but to the types and levels of disabilities.
Defects, a disorder or a disability, of course, have consequences for the individual, so we are
developing different types of help, adjustment and technical assistance for them or, as it is
called in the international context, support. But for the purpose of education, the existing
classification by the type of disability is no longer relevant. This definition tells us where and
what the individual disorders and disabilities are. However, it does not indicate what kind of
support an individual needs. It is true that a disorder or disability does not define a person —
everyone should be defined by his or her potential or strengths.

Inclusive approach in education opposes this, on the deficit-medical model of
classification, and is at the same time the answer to the problem caused by a two-tiered
education system and the processes of stigmatization. With the aim of moving away from this
controversial concept of deficit, it has aroused the concept of special educational needs that
was introduced in Warnock’s report already in 1978 and whose explicit purpose was to ensure a
shift from the focus of what children cannot do to what is required in positive terms to provide
good learning opportunities. This report accepted an interactive model of education that
understood the educational development of each child in term of the interaction between
anindividual’s strengths and problems, and, on the other hand, the necessity of the support of

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the environment and the elimination of obstacles. Such an approach has brought recognition
that the special learning needs are stretching in the continuum of distinguishable features
and that there are no sharp boundaries between having special needs or not; therefore, it
has been sought to abandon the categorization as a dividing line between the two groups of
children - the handicapped and not handicapped children.

In the context of the social model in education, special educational needs do not
focus on the "deficits” and it should therefore be preferred to talk about “barriers to learning
and participation”; the classification of deficits is therefore useless. Inclusion is in this case
understood as a general principle of the adapted education system to the diversity of
students and the disorder or disabilities get the meaning of one of the differences that are
found in every individual. Moving away from the standard categorization, it follows that
every teacher in inclusive school needs to have a flexible teaching approach suited to a wide
range of different pupils, which means considering the individuality of learners and thereby
the standard classification of children becomes useless and the super-category of special
educational needs poorly defined and vague. This leads to the vagueness and ambiguity of
identifying special educational needs.

Itis evident that the medical category, which has been used in education, has occurred,
in fact, in terms of both natural features as well as interactive meaning (socially constructed) in
which “looping”and social interaction effect (the change of persons for the sake of classifying
people) have appeared. The categories have clear and objective limits; differentiation is made
pragmatically in terms of the different types of consequences, what Zachar calls“practical way".
This means that there is often no real and clear difference between the individual categories.
Such different approaches can also be seen in the classification system of persons with special
needs/disabilities in European countries and also in the areas of education researches guided
by OECD.

When we look at the current governmental and legislative documents on education
of the 30 years from the introduction of inclusion in the world, we find that the disorder
and disability are still the basis for classifying people and the element of introducing support
in education as well as adapting teaching methodology. Moreover, the classification of the
impairment is consolidated and constitutes a key frame for classification while introducing
new forms of categories, as in the case of Slovenia (autism spectrum disorders) where special
needs remain a general concept as such but disorders and disabilities still remain. Researches
of The European Agency for Special Needs and Inclusive Education show a large diversity
of the individual countries. The number of categories is very diverse and ranges up to 18
categories (e.g. Scotland). Re-enforcing the notion of disabilities and the categorization on
this basis can be found also in later editions of Warnock’s reports on special education system
in the UK and the current practice. Is this an indicator that we got stuck halfway and that there
is no will and energy to take steps forward or as Dyson says that we can no longer talk about
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one inclusion but in fact we have different variants of inclusion? Where to find a way out of
this?

Could we then build a model of education solely on the basis of the pupil’s strengths,
i.e. without specifying disorders, special needs or special provisions? This may be a response
to the decision-making level for further education including career guidance. The answer is
complicated when we talk about primary school, which is general, universal and equal for all,
and is not aimed at a vocational decision-making and education of an individual. The answer
lies in the full understanding of the class diversities where all students are different and the
flexible approaches and strategies in teaching are closer to their individualities that are viewed
as an opportunity for all students; and we do not try at any price to eliminate every individual
disorder nor are we worried for every lower learning achievement of an individual in a
particular field of knowledge. Additionally, we will not build individual's identification on those
bases but on his or her strengths, and will focus all forms of support measures and approaches
to teaching.However, for such inclusive school we need a qualified teacher who knows how
to recognize the needs of pupils and to implement very flexible teaching strategies that need
constant adaptation. Therefore, the classification according to the specific needs and disorders
is useful in this context only with the aim of finding appropriate methods and approaches
for teaching and not for the selection and elimination of certain groups of children. So it is
necessary to know the methodologies and approaches in education for individuals or groups
and implementation of these methods in practice because each individual is unique. And for
this reason, it is necessary to know that all teachers in school are qualified for such teaching of
different students. In Slovenia, unfortunately, they are not, irrespective of the introduction of
the three programs of inclusive education.

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SOCIAL BEHAVIOR OF STUDENTS WITH DEVELOPMENTAL
DISABILITIES IN REGULAR ELEMENTARY SCHOOLS

Even though it is emphasized as one of the most important arguments for inclusion of
students with developmental disabilities in regular schools, encouraging their social
development through establishing and developing social relationships with their peers in a
natural environment, it can be observed that there is no many research studies that are dealing
with this subject in our country. Authors in our country are primarily focused on examining
attitudinal as well as valuational orientation and experiences of key actors in education
process regarding inclusive education. Results of such research studies only indirectly provide
insights into possible difficulties which occur on the plane of social functioning of students
with developmental disabilities. Starting from that point, this paper has two goals: (1) to show
some basic results of research studies in the world about social behavior of students with
developmental disabilities and (2) to show the results of a recent research study that we have
conducted in our environment, and which dealt with social interactions of students with
developmental disabilities and their peers without developmental disabilities.

Generally speaking, research studies in the world show that students with
developmental disabilities more frequently face various difficulties in social functioning, in
comparison with the population without developmental disabilities. A research finding which
dominates in the conclusions of said research studies is that students with developmental
disabilities are mainly not accepted by their peers without developmental disabilities, so that
they are isolated.

Apart from general findings about social functioning of students with developmental
disabilities, this paper identifies some other specific difficulties which are preconditioned by
the developmental disability itself. Thus students with intellectual disabilities have problems
in maintaining interactions with their peers; children with physical disabilities, because of their
limited scope of movement, have a problem with quality and quantity of peer interactions;
visually impaired children do not have equal relationships with their peers; hearing impaired
children, due to speech development difficulties, have problems in communication and
because of that they face a series of problems with their peers; while children with autism
spectrum disorders due to obvious social and communication deficits rarely interact with
their peers.

The research study that we conducted in our environment during 2014/15 academic
year had a goal of examining the frequency and quality of social interactions of students with
developmental disabilities in regular schools. In order to gain insight into social interactions
of students with developmental disabilities and their peers, a systematic observation of their
interactions was implemented, which enabled direct observation of the nature and frequency
of social interactions of students in real, everyday, school context. Besides that, sociometric
research techniques were used which provided findings about their social status as well as
whether students with developmental disabilities were socially accepted.

This research encompassed third and fourth-grade students from primary schools
in Belgrade. The sample consisted of 30 students with developmental disabilities and 30
students without developmental disabilities. In each class two researchers simultaneously
observed social interactions of one student with developmental disabilities and one student
without developmental disabilities. This research was carried out during 90 school classes
and 90 school breaks. In the part of research in which sociometric techniques were used
participated 724 students.

General conclusions of this research show that students with developmental
disabilities significantly seldom initiate social interactions with their peers, and significantly
seldom accept initiated interactions by their peers. These students rarely participate in
collective activities with other children. Also, students with developmental disabilities are
significantly less socially accepted in their class in comparison with their typical peers, and
they have unfavorable social status.

Encouraging teachers to more intensively implement educational strategies which
improve social functioning of students with developmental disabilities, a greater number
of research studies which would deal with the causes of unfavorable social status of these
students, as well as implementation of certain intervening programs could influence the
improvement of social behavior of students with developmental disabilities in regular schools.

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READINESS OF SLOVENIAN TEACHERS
TO ACCEPT DIFFERENT STUDENTS INTO THE CLASS

One of the assumptions of quality inclusive education is that the teacher can identify
characteristics and needs of each student and adapt instruction accordingly. Teacher’s
opinions about including different students into instruction have an important impact on
the extent to which the teacher is ready to adapt instruction to different groups of students
and thus enable them to succeed and develop. The main aim of the research was to find out
to what extent Slovenian primary school teachers of grades 1 through 5 express readiness
to accept different students into their class and how they evaluate their own competence
for carrying out differentiation and individualisation for Roma students, immigrants, talented
students and students with special needs. There were 114 teachers who participated in the
research. For the purpose of this study, we designed a questionnaire. In the research, we used
the causal non-experimental method of pedagogical research. We found out that teachers
mostly have positive opinions about accepting different groups of students into their class.
Teachers expressed a lower level of readiness to accept Roma students and students with
special needs into their class than immigrant students. This is an important professional ethical
question, so we believe that each teacher should perceive working with different students as
a professional challenge. The degree of teacher’s readiness to accept different students into
their class is in some parts significantly connected to teacher’s experience with the group of
students in question. These findings have important implications for teacher education.

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HIGH SCHOOL TEACHERS' ATTITUDES
TOWARD INCLUSION

Teachers are primary actors of inclusion in the first place because of their readiness to accept
students with disabilities on which considerably depends successful realisation of inclusion.
Goal is to determine the contribution on teacher attitudes toward inclusion of students with
Learning Dificulties and Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder, based on a set of variables
of demographic and professional teachers’characteristics. Total of 568 teachers were sampled
(33% male, M = 45 years) from 25 vocational schools in Zagreb. The four set criterions were
measured: the need for professional help for the teachers performing inclusion, pessimism for
the successful inclusion, experience of capability for inclusion and problems of cooperation
with the parents. Observed predictions for the formation of attitudes were gender, age,
qualifications, and work experience with students with disabilities, subject and personally
shown difficulties experienced during such activities. We have identified elements that form
positive or negative attitudes towards inclusion of students with LD and ADHD. On the basis
of established elements, we imply that teachers should receive education, support and
assistance in developing greater eagerness for work with students with disabilities. Teacher’s
attitudes toward inclusion depends of their experience and professional characteristics.

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THE ROLE OF SPECIAL SCHOOL
IN THE CREATION OF INCLUSIVE SOCIETY

Despite the fact that the integration model of education was in Slovenia introduced 16 years
ago, inclusive education remains a major challenge. Particularly burning is the education of
children with intellectual disabilities who have no access to mainstream education and whose
integration to society remains very limited. In order to improve their opportunities the largest
special school in Ljubljana (Center Janeza Levca) has for ten years organized an international
festival Play with me which main aim is to support inclusion of people with special needs with
the rest of the population. The festival is based on the concept of inclusion understood as
a process in which conditions for participation and optimal development of all are created.
The organisers try to create opportunities in which persons with and without special needs
together take part in various play, sport and artistic activities. The paper presents the findings
of a study in which inclusive practices of the festival were researched and evaluated. The study
was aimed to gain deeper understanding of the role a special school can play in the creation
of a more inclusive society. Data were gathered using an online questionnaire targeted to
mentors and volunteers who accompanied participants at the festival. 163 mentors and
85 volunteers responded. The quantitative non-experimental empirical analysis of the data
indicates that the respondents recognised inclusive nature of the festival. The festival proves
that inclusion is a multifaceted phenomenon which can be supported by various activities
and endeavours.

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EVALUATION OF QUALITY INDICATORS
OF INCLUSIVE SCHOOLS FROM THE
PERCEPTION OF STUDENTS PARENTS

Parents of students with and without disabilities have an important role in the development of
an “education for all”. The primary goal of this research was to establish the quality indicators
of inclusive elementary schools from the parents’ perception, as well as to determine if there
are differences in the evaluation of these indicators in relation to sample characteristics: the
presence of disability in the child, the presence of students with disabilities in the classroom
and the education level of the parent. The sample consists of parents of students with
disabilities and parents of students with typical development, (N=111). The developed
evaluation tool Survey of School Inclusion Indicators encompasses five areas of indicators:
the inclusive ethos of the school, curriculum aimed at students, differentiated learning and
teaching, support in the monitoring and evaluation of students, inclusive support in schools.
Survey’s validity has been proven by factor analysis and reliable metrics. The differences in the
evaluation of indicators were tested using the discriminant analysis. It has been shown that
there are significant differences in the perception of inclusivity indicators between the two
parent groups with regard to all set parameters. This finding can serve as a guideline in further
implementation of inclusive elements in schools.

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CONSTRUCTIVIST APPROACH TO ACADEMIC
UNDERACHIEVEMENT IN THE FUNCTION OF POSITIVE
STUDENT DEVELOPMENT

Various possibilities of solving the problem of academic underachievement based on
constructivist attitudes on teaching and empirical findings obtained by surveying students
have been discussed. The traditional approach is based on the assumption that academic
underachievement is a departure from the norm of academic productivity, which indicates
that there is some kind of inherent disability of an individual. That is how the phenomenon
of inadequate academic performance was placed in pathologizing discourses, above all,
psychological and psychiatric and treated as a result of somebody’s cognitive insufficiency,
emotional instability, disrupted communication within a family or with teachers and similar.
The common factor for all these positioning of academic failure is that this problem is a result
of “forces” that are not under voluntary control of an individual, so that the measures for
solving it should be searched in objective knowledge outside an individual. The constructivist
approach perceives learning as a process of reconstruction, and it strives to understand
and interpret academic underachievement from the perspective of students. In that sense,
academic underachievement can be observed in the context of students'personal preferences
and values, and examination of students'life priorities, life goals and meanings they attach to
academic achievements contributes to solving this problem. Giving importance to students’
personal meanings entails that students are main agents and that the change towards
greater academic productivity depends on them. This, however, does not exclude a very
important role of teachers as facilitators of the process of reconstructing students’ perception
of academic underachievement. It is essential that the teacher is an interested listener who
tries to understand student’s way of perceiving himself and the outside world and respect it
as meaningful and equal to numerous other alternative constructions. Including a student in
a dialogue is important because through the mutual understanding relationship, the teacher
and the student can together look for alternatives that will be acceptable for the student. It is
also important to include the family in this dialogue, as a source of support for the challenging
process of changing the students’ perspective regarding academic achievement.

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EDUCATORS'ATTITUDES TOWARDS INCLUSION
IN SPAIN AND SERBIA — COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS

Starting from Personal Construct Theory which states that all human behavior can be seen
through their attitudes to the world, the aim of our research was to study the attitudes
of Spanish and Serbian educators to inclusive education, focusing specifically on work
with children from deprived environments (Romas, immigrants), as well as those with
developmental difficulties. Our sample (60 people) consists of educators attending postgrad
studies at the Professional Studies in Teachers'Education College, Novi Sad; and those working
with children from various deprived environments in Manresa, Spain. Data was gathered using
a combined survey (15 4-level Likert-type scale claims and two open questions)in Serbian
and English. The data was analyzed by using descriptive and inferential statistics. We noticed
some significant statistic differences, specifically that a positive attitude to inclusion is largely
based on the educator’s previous experience, but the frequency of working with children
from those categories is an important factor too. Regardless of previous experience, Spanish
educators have a more positive attitude, butin Serbia a lot depends on the educator’s previous
experience. Experienced educators showed a more negative attitude than those who are just
starting their careers. This research shows potential of further cooperation between educators
from the two countries.

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ENGLISH LANGUAGE TEACHERS'ATTITUDES
TOWARDS INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

The paper studies attitudes of teachers of English as a foreign language (EFL) towards inclusion
of children with special educational needs (SEN) in Serbian mainstream schools. Although
inclusionis not a new educational philosophy practised in Serbia, itis a new conceptinthe area
of teaching English in Serbian primary education. The participants were 96 primary teachers of
English with diverse experience in teaching inclusive EFL classes. The survey instrument was
a questionnaire with closed and open-ended questions, specially designed for the purpose
of the study. Data were analysed using methods of descriptive statistics. The results showed
that most of the respondents (87%) had negative attitudes towards inclusion, due to both
the lack of competences and to the absence of adequate conditions for effective inclusive
practice: only 29% of the respondents claimed they had been specially trained to teach SEN
children; 76% of the respondents reported the availability of SEN teams in school, but most of
them claimed that the teams met irregularly; only about a quarter of the respondents (27%)
reported having a classroom assistant in school; most of the respondents (93%) expressed
their concerns related to a number of challenges they faced in daily work. Considering the fact
that teachers are the key to supporting the process of inclusion (UNESCO, 2009), the change
of Serbian EFL teachers’ negative attitudes towards inclusion is of great importance. This can
be achieved by providing adequate pre-service and in-service education of EFL teachers and
by improving the conditions in our schools.

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THE QUALITY OF COOPERATION BETWEEN PRIMARY
SCHOOL CLASS AND SUBJECT TEACHERS
AS A PREREQUISITE FOR IMPROVING THE PROCESS
OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

Cooperation is being increasingly perceived as a powerful tool and a foundation for school
and teaching improvement, and therefore becomes the prerequisite for improving the
process of inclusive education. The goal of the research was to identify and explain the
differences between male and female primary school teachers in assessing the quality
of cooperation, an important prerequisite for creating desirable inclusive environment.
The research was conducted in the area of five counties of the Republic of Croatia on the
sample of 495 respondents. Gender differences in the quality of cooperation were observed
through six composite variables (school cooperation, exchange of experiences, cooperation
in curriculum development, communication within the collective, cooperation in evaluating
students’ performance and cooperative teaching) by employing the independent-samples
T-test. Significant differences were found in three composite variables. Based on the results,
it has been concluded that male teachers participate more in formal modes of cooperation,
whereas female teachers are more concerned about the overall cooperative school climate,
and thus approach the inclusive processes more comprehensively.

ATTITUDES TOWARDS EDUCATION OF STUDENTS
WITH DISABILITIES AND TEACHER BURNOUT

Although there is no convincing evidence for the direct link of attitudes toward inclusion
and education outcomes, such attitudes predict undesirable phenomena such as teacher
burnout. The aims of this study were: (1) to examine the latent structure of teachers'attitudes
about the feasibility of inclusive education of students with various disabilities (14-item
MSK questionnaire was designed); (2) to determine a value of these attitudes and the Big 5
personality traits (BFI questionnaire) for burnout prediction (CBI questionnaire). The sample
included 645 primary school teachers from the Republic of Srpska. After removing 2 items,
2 MSK factors were retained (60.87% variance): (1) feasibility of education of students with
psychological difficulties and (2) feasibility of education of students with sensory-motor
impairments. The factors explained a small amount of burnout variance (R’=.043; B_ =-21,
p<.001, B_=-01, p=.88). However, the first factor showed a significant incremental predictive
value of burnout (BH:JS, p<.001, B_=-004, p=91), above the personality traits: Rf:.224,
R /=245, p,<.001. This indicates a small but significant contribution of the attitudes towards
education of students with disabilities for the understanding of burnout, but also implies that,
from a potential prevention standpoint, an insight into the teachers’personality is much more
important.

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INCLUSIVE COMPETENCES SCALE FOR EDUCATORS
(InComSEdu)

In the last decade, many research studies have focused on teachers’inclusive competences.
Research concerning any aspect of inclusion requires psychometrically sound instruments
that allow researchers to respond to factors that may facilitate or impede the information and
modification of inclusive competences. Following this, the aim of the study was to construct
and validate the Inclusive Competences Scale for Educators (InComSEdu). The basis for item
generation was the “Profile of Inclusive Teachers’, document developed by European Agency
for Special Needs and Inclusive Education. Items were measured on a 5-point Likert scale.
In order to test validity and internal consistency of the scale, item analysis, exploratory and
confirmatory factor analysis and Cronbach’s a were used. On a sample of Slovenian educators
factor analyses proved the InComSEdu had seven subscales: Team working and cooperation
with others, Implementing knowledge about inclusive education and supports, Reflecting
and learning from inclusive practice, Optimising challenges and approaching interdisciplinary,
Accepting professional responsibility for each child’s development, Promoting resilience and
professionality, and Empowering children’s life skills. Results indicate INnComSEdu to be a valid
and a reliable instrument for evaluation of inclusive competences among the educators.

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ATTITUDES AND PREFERENCES OF THE MARGINALIZED
YOUNG CONCERNING EDUCATIONAL CONDITIONS

Informal education of the marginalized young is a way for their integratation in the general
society. The success of the process is linked to its adjustment to the specific needs of the
group which stem from its physical and social deprivation and isolation. A research on
educational attitudes of the young coming from the unhygenic settlements (YUHS) was
conducted. Custom-made questionnaire with multiple choice questions was administered
to 148 subjects 15-20 years old, with one half consisting of YUHS and the other of the
young from the general population (YGP). Data wasa analyzed using desctiptive statistics
(frequences and percentages). YUHS value school more than YGP and assign greater social
relevance to it. Studying is valued more if perceived to provide practical skills for finding
employment. Education based on respect, acceptance and trust between the teachers and
other students, and basic physical conditions for studying at home are needed. YUHS prefer
studying by themselves (as opposed to group studying), understandable presentation (as
opposed to learning through play), older female teachers and gender — mixed study groups.
On the other hand, confusing and uninteresting materials, punishment as behavioural control
and discrimination hinder studying. Based on the data, recommendations for adjustment of
educational conditions to the YUHS needs are formulated.

METHODOLOGICAL LIMITATIONS OF RESEARCH
ON TEACHERS'ATTITUDES TOWARDS
INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

Druing the past 10 years, an expansion of research studies in the field of inclusive education
could be observed, with a great number of research studies in this field being focused on the
examination of teachers'attitudes towards the inclusion of children with learning difficulties in
regular schools. Bearing in mind how significant positive attitudes are for the work of teachers
in inclusive education, this problem undoubtedly deserves researchers’ undivided attention.
This paper draws attention to certain methodological limitations of previous research studies
that dealt with this issue. One of the problems refers to choosing methodological solutions,
which usually imply the use of quantitative methodology, together with questionnaires in the
form of rating scales which to a great extent limits the understanding of attitudes as a complex
phenomenon. Another group of problems consists of a selection of research variables that
are related to attitudes, and that usually entail characteristics of teachers whose attitudes are
the subject of the examination. Some other important variables concerning the context in
which a teacher works , and which could lead to a better understanding of teachers’ attitudes
towards the inclusive education and show further directions of development in this field.
The third group of problems concerns the control of desirable answers given by teachers
and the usability of the data obtained in such a way in the process of further development
of inclusive practices. The last section of the paper gives recommendations for overcoming
those limitations.

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ICT RESOURCEFULNESS FOR INCLUSIVE EDUCATION
— USERS" VIEWS

The issues related to ICT use as a tool for learning by people with disabilities are subject of a
growing number of researches since they are part of special needs learners support across
diverse types of disabilities, ages and types of learning contexts. Main advantage of ICT
tools lies in great flexibility and diversity in representation of information, different forms of
interaction between participants and a range of assessment ways. The aim of this paper is to
present results of evaluation of an ICT database developed within project “Enable” from the
perspective of its prospective users in inclusive education. Participants in this research were
students in different programs and levels of educational studies enrolled at two universities
- University of Primorska, Faculty of Education (N,=30) and University of Belgrade, Faculty
of Philosophy (N,=24). For assessment of this platform and its specific modules, a survey,
consisted of 28 questions, was administered after a shorter training in their use. Results prove
that these modules were found to be very useful and accessible for different stakeholders.
At the same time, Serbian students, who were less informed about use of ICT in inclusive
education (F=4.128, p=.047) expressed a greater need for different educational professionals
(teachers, policy makers...) to be acquainted with the modules and trained how to use them.

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TEAM TEACHING OF A SPECIAL EDUCATION
AND A GENERAL TEACHER

The collaboration of a special education and a general teacher influences the quality of
inclusive education. Research findings on team teaching indicate benefits for students with
and without special needs. The aim of the present study is to evaluate how often special
education and general teachers use different forms of team teaching and their views about
the possibilities of its realization in their practice. The results of a questionnaire about team
school practice in Slovenian inclusive schools that was carried out on a small sample of
special education teachers (N=24), general teachers (N=20) and university students of Special
and Rehabilitation Pedagogy (N=54) are presented. Data analysis is conducted by means
of descriptive statistics for closed-ended questions and qualitative analysis of open-ended
questions. Special education teachers and general teachers rarely use more complex forms
of team teaching. Their views about team teaching are generally positive with suggestions
of different conditions for its’successful implementation. In the future research, the potential
and the possibilities of the usage of different forms of team teaching of special education
and general teacher, should be evaluated thoroughly. Guidelines and educational policy that
would help teachers make effective decisions about the usage of different team teaching
forms should be developed.

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GENDER ASPECT OF EDUCATION IN PROGRAMS
FOR PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF TEACHERS

To increase the gender sensitivity of education system - an essential aspect of inclusive
education - we need to develop teachers'awareness about gender differences, discrimination
and equality, their knowledge and skills for the realization of gender sensitive educational
practice. The aim of this paper, a segment of a wider research about gender dimension of
inclusive education philosophy, is the analysis of the gender perspective (volume, diversity,
orientation of gender content) in the current, accredited teachers’ training programs. The
analysis was performed using the technique of content analysis for determining the presence
or absence of gender in the objectives, general and specific, and in the themes of programs
in The catalogue for professional development of teachers, educators and professional
associates for 2016/17 and 2017/18. Concepts gender and sex, and their semantically related
terms: equality, inclusion, diversity, discrimination, stereotyping, prejudice formed the matrix
for frequency analysis. Programs were analyzed through qualitative content analysis with
focus on their influence on the development of gender-sensitivity of teachers. The results
showed low representation of gender aspect in the programs. On the basis of comparison
with European experiences, practices and policies, the paper supports the need to increase
gender sensitivity of education system in our country, as well as teachers’ competences for
planning, implementation and evaluation of gender-sensitive education.

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COMPETENCIES OF PRESCHOOL TEACHERS NEEDED
FOR PLANNING IN INCLUSIVE KINDERGARTEN

In this paper the role of professional workers while integration of the children with special
needs is presented. The groups of these children are presented among the adjustments
and didactic accessories, which are necessary for the successful inclusion of the children
with special needs into standard kindergartens. The problem of the research was to find out
how do the preschool teachers estimate their own competencies for planning in inclusive
kindergarten. The participants included 271 preschool teachers with different years of work
experiences from Slovenia. As a tool in our research a web questionnaire was used The data
was analysed with the statistical analysis software package SPSS (20) for Windows. We used
basic descriptive (frequency distribution) and inferential (x-test) statistics. The results worn
us about the fact, that majority of preschool teachers doesn't have enough knowledge to
work with children with special needs or planning the work with them. The current program
of preschool study contains school subject, dealing with the knowledge with children with
special needs. The preschool teachers younger than 30 years in majority mean that during
their studying they did not get enough knowledge to work with children with special needs.
Most of the preschool teachers say that their attitude toward planning the work with children
with special needs is a great importance, because it influences the successful integration of
children with special needs and their acceptance by other children.

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INCLUSION IN EDUCATION OF PRESCHOOL TECHERS -
EFFECTS ON SELF-EVALUATION OF WORK QUALIFICATION

According to all previous research, lack of knowledge, skills and prejudice, underline most of
the difficulties that are manifested during the implementation of an inclusive approach. The
aim of the research is to investigate the effects of initial education on the field of knowledge,
emotions towards children with disabilities and preferences for working with this population.
Sample: 502 students of the final year of Preschool Teacher College (from Novi Sad) in three
successive generations. Method: Pre test and post test research method was conducted in
three generation of students. The results are based on descriptive measures, and T-tests were
applied to calculate the differences at the level of each generation and between generations.
Results: There is a statistically significant difference in the self-evaluation of students regarding
their knowledge. In the domain of emotions, feelings of fear are significantly reduced and
the need to help increases. The preference for working with children with disabilities remains
constant. Conclusion: Students achieve significant progress in the area of knowledge,
development more appropriate emotions towards children with disabilities. No effect is
found on the preference for work with this population. New generations of students have
better initial knowledge about inclusion and more adequate emotions.

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THE PERCEPTION OF GIFTED STUDENTS
FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF TEACHERS
AND PROFESSIONAL ASSOCIATES

When analyzing the definitions in the field of inclusive education, it is evident that inclusive
education is defined as the ability of the school to provide quality education to all children,
regardless of their differences. Within the concept of inclusive education, itis equally important
to properly pay attention to gifted students. Therefore, the aim of this study was to examine
how teachers and experts elementary schools perceived gifted students. Discussed the
issues relating to the identification of gifted students, as well as teaching strategies applied
in working with gifted students. The paper uses descriptive scientific research methods. The
results showed that the majority of the surveyed professional associates gifted students
identified through test results to test the champion (type 1), while on the other hand, the
highest number of teachers surveyed ahead of gifted students through high achievement
and commitment to the single classes. The most commonly used strategy in working with
gifted students, respondents cite the use of different learning techniques, mind maps,
problem-solving and research tasks. Winning the implications point to the observation and
identification of gifted students by teachers and associates, as well as an adequate educational
work with them in the context of different types and forms of teaching, as a function of the
positive development of children.
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MULTIMODAL COMMUNICATION FOR PLAY-BASED
LEARNING IN KINDERGARTEN

Everything evolves around communications, whether it is verbal on non-verbal. Starting
kindergarten is a very important stepping stone in child’s life. At the age of 2-3 children
start learning a wide range of activities and emotions. All communication is multimodal,
using language, gesture, posture, and other non-verbal modes often at the same time to
communicate. Just as children use creative ways to send a certain message they also use
creative ways of understanding and decoding what they perceive, for example. using poetry
and other creative writing or art forms to store what they understand. They explain the message
to others in multimodal ways. This paper explores theories from different literacies in order to
understand communication and learning, and the interplay among literacies. It explains the
multimodal communication usage and importance in kindergarten, going from multimodal
communications of the interior of the rooms, to toys, teachers, clothing, intonation to
implementing new technologies and media. Understanding children’s play provides a better
understanding of how best to bridge the gap between pedagogical understandings of play
and children’s experiences with digital technologies, digital media and their consumption of
popular culture.

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EXAMPLE OF IN-SERVICE TEACHER TRAINING
USING THE FAD METHODOLOGY

An essential prerequisite for inclusive education is detailed preparation during initial education
and in-service training of teachers at all levels of education. Various studies confirmed lack
competence of teachers in the inclusive school. The aim of paper is to present an example
of realization in-service teacher training using FAD methodology and evaluation results of
training. The methods used in paper: method of theoretical analysis, descriptive method
and survey method. Used the participating observation, focus groups and interviews, and
in accordance with that: a questionnaire, evaluation form and guide for focus groups. In the
training participated a group of 64 teachers. The analysis of the training implementation
process, among other things, showed: that quality in-service teachers training can be realized
by using multimedia modules in schools in Bosnia and Herzegovina; that it is necessary to
provide continuously quality and needs-oriented in-service trainings for all teachers; that
teachers were satisfied with realized training and are ready to be educated in the area of
inclusive education using the FAD methodology. This form of in-service teacher training
overcome organizational and spatial restrictions, allows participants to choose time, place and
mode for working on the modules, ensures active involvement of participants in construction
knowledge, creates a presumption for immediate application of knowledge learned in
training in teaching process and an opportunity for reflection on their own educational work.

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EMPOWERING PEDAGOGICAL STAFF FOR TRANSITION
OF CHILDREN IN INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

Transition problem in the context of children inclusion from one level of education to the
next, starting from pre-school to secondary school enrollment is everpresent in practice. The
reason could be the fact that there are no designed and organized forms of support between
these levels of education. For consideration of this subject matter in the Republic of Serbia, of
great significance are the experiences of countries in the region and beyond including wider
international examples of good practice. Primarily, of significant contibution is the experience
in the field of educational and inclusive policies, models of inclusion and implementation
mechanisms which are already applied in the process of inclusive education transition.
Continuation of inclusive education should be a systematically organized process. Education,
socialization, development and learning does not come to an end with one level of education.
Nor, does the inclusive approach conclude with a certain level of education. It is necessary to
develop an inclusive culture, policies and practices in preschools, elementary schools, and
also in secondary schools and higher levels of education. This paper presents a comparative
analysis of the transition period in countries in Europe, North America and Australia. The results
indicate similarities and differences in the transition process. In conclusion, there are defined
mechanisms for transition planning, which contribute to the strengthening of pedagogical
staff in this process.

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EXPERIENCES AND CONCERNS OF FUTURE
PRIMARY EDUCATION TEACHERS REGARDING INCLUSION

The results of the research that took place at the Faculty of Education, University of Ljubljana,
will be presented. With a questionnaire, we determined how 81 future teachers (students of
the programme Primary teacher education) evaluate their experiences and their qualification
to work with primary school students who stand out in different areas: no knowledge of
Slovene, problems with sight, motor skills, learning deficits, emotional and behavioural
dysfunctions, etc. We were interested to learn what concerns future teachers have before
teaching a class that includes children with special needs and what are their views on the
formative assessment of primary school students’ knowledge. We analysed the adjustments
that future teachers have planned and realised for primary school students. The most frequent
were adjustments to the quantity and the form of the study material, providing extended
time for specific activities and more encouragements. On the other hand, there were fewer
assignments of higher/lower level of difficulty and the inclusion of didactic games. Taking into
account individual needs of students is for future primary education teachers at their level of
professional development a very demanding task. An adequately organised practice can have
a positive impact on their sensitivity and their understanding of the importance of inclusion.

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EDUCATIONALLY RELEVANT SOCIO-CULTURAL
CHARACTERISTICS OF YOUNG FROM UNHYGIENIC
SETTLEMENTS
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Young people from unhygienic settlements (YUHS) aged 15-20 years are a specific group
usually outside the compulsory education system due to deprived life conditions and
different cultural characteristics. The aim of this study was to identify the specificity of YUHS
and adjust educational programs accordingly. Successful acquirement of knowledge and skills
and the probability of equal participation of YUHS in the general society would be fostered
by this. A custom-made questionnaire with multiple choice questions was administered
targeting general cultural and information sharing process characteristics. It was completed
by 148 young people from the general (YGP) and the target population. Data was analyzed
using desctiptive statistics (frequences and percentages). It was showed that YUHS value
warmth and equality, but are more prone to accepting authority and rigor in different types
of interpersonal relationships. They have stronger collectivistic (than individualistic) values,
future (and not present) orientation, internal (@and not external) locus of control and a similar
relationship to the rules as YGP. Unlike YGP, YUHS often do not confide personal matters to
anyone, sharing private information primarily with friends. These findings reveal the need for
different educational programs and indicate the specific form and content of those programs
that are likely to be most beneficial for YUHS.

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NEW APPROACH TO FUTURE TEACHERS
PREPARATION FOR INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

The Integrated School practice Model has been developed for the Class Teaching Program at
the University of Ljubljana at Didactics of Social Studies. It is designed on the principles of social
constructivism and the learner-centered approach. Student teachers in the Practice carry out
the entire teaching process, including the initial verification of pupils’knowledge, acquisition
of new knowledge, formative assessment and end-of-process evaluation (grading). Each
student teacher monitors the progress of 4-5 pupils and proposes differentiated activities and
adjustments if necessary. The pupils'and student teachers' progress are the cardinal focus and
responsibility of all participants. The main purpose of the study was to identify the strengths
and weaknesses of the new revised model of school practice compared to the classical one.
Both models were objectively examined in 26 study categories and assessed using the Likert’s
scale. In all categories the new model was comparatively shown to have stronger validation,
also in the categories associated with the inclusion. Similarly, the revised model was highly
rated by student teachers, mentors from elementary school, as well as mentors from the
Faculty of Education. The intrinsic principles of authenticity, complex situation, responsibility
for knowledge of each pupil, teamwork and guided reflection all translated into a positive
impact on all participants.

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POLICY AND PRACTICE OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION
IN SERBIA

In 2000 in Serbia a comprehensive reform of education system was initiated, and a new
framework and guidelines were established in accordance with a general direction of
educational system development within European Union. This paper discusses existing legal
regulations as well as research studies in the field of inclusive education in Serbia with the
aim of indicating the importance of research results in searching for the optimal solutions
in the process improving educational policies as well as school practices. The results of the
analysis show that legislative and strategic frameworks are the basis for equal inclusion and
access to quality education for all children, but also that there are numerous problems and
dilemmas which teachers and preschool teachers face in the process of realization of inclusive
education. Key obstacles for a successful realization of inclusive education in Serbia are: (a)
declarative accepting or rejecting new educational approaches and models by teachers and
preschool teachers, (b) inadequate professional training and negative self-assessment of
professional competences of preschool teachers and teachers for working with children with
developmental disabilities, (c) the lack of appropriate cooperation, team work and professional
support in working with students, (d) unfavorably perceived status of teacher profession in
the society, (e) inadequate organizational work conditions, (f) the lack of understanding and
unreal expectations by parents. In order to improve the implementation process and achieve
better effects of inclusive education it is necessary to organize more diverse programs of
professional education of teachers and school counselors, provide financial support and more
quality work conditions in schools and preschool institutions, create a network of institutions,
experts, parents, and local communities, as well as provide professional support.

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NEEDS OF STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES
IN THE TRANSITION— PROCESS FROM EDUCATION
TO LABOUR MARKET

Transition from higher education institution to labour market is hard process for the students
with disabilities due to different reasons: legislative, prejudices, stereotypes, physical barriers
etc. The paper aims to present the results of needs analyses of SwD in the transition process
from education to labour market. The analyses was implemented in the frame of Erasmus+
Trans2Work Project, which aims to promote and strengthen cooperation between universities
and employers. Instruments consisted of 21 items. The sample counted 57 identified SwD at
University in Sarajevo. Students think that the study contributes to development of the skills
needed at labour market, but they also think the preparation is insufficient regarding the needs
for an extra training that would make them capable for entry into the labour market. As the
most important item, in terms of the expectations from employers, SwD emphasize ensuring
the accessibility of buildings and rooms as well as ensuring new or adaptation of existing
equipment which will respond to their needs according to the specifics of their disability. They
express the willingness of equal participation in work tasks, which indicates their confidence
and self-esteem. Students perceive themselves as competitive at labour market, but they
also need stronger support of HEI as well as preparation of working environment for their
acceptance.

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VERBAL MEMORY OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Emilija Lazarevi¢

Research findings provided by many authors proved a connection between the extent
and quality of verbal memory development with success in acquiring writing and reading
skills. This paper will present the results of the first phase of longitudinal research on the
connection between development levels of speech-language, phonologic and general
cognitive abilities at the preschool children with success in acquiring reading and writing
skills at the primary school level. Specifically, this paper will present part of a research study
whose aim was to examine the quality of immediate and delayed verbal memory in preschool
children. Convenience sample was used and it consisted of preschool children (N=65). The
assessment of verbal memory was conducted by means o Verbal memory assessment test (S.
Vladisavljevi¢). The obtained results indicate above average development of immediate and
delayed verbal memory of children who participated in the study. It was also determined that
there were statistically significant gender differences regarding the quality of development of
immediate and delayed verbal memory in favor of girls. The obtained results will be correlated
with success in acquiring reading and writing skills of these children in the first and second
grade of primary school, which gives the opportunity to determine predictive capabilities
of this construct regarding success in acquiring reading and writing skills. Early recognition
of reading and writing problems enables implementation of early interventions regarding
stimulation and prevention in preschool children.

WAYS OF ENCOURAGING
STUDENTS WITH DIFFERENT ACHIEVEMENTS

Dusica Malini¢”

Our paper attempts to give an answer to the question about how teachers motivate students
with different achievements into developing more active learning habits. This question
has been prompted by the fact that an achievement is related to students’ capabilities and
motivation, presence/absence of difficulties in learning and behavior, as well as to teachers
teaching methods. Analyzed answers have been reached as products of a team work during
trainings realized through a certified program for continual professional development of
teachers called “The teacher as a creator of the classroom climate”. The sample consists of 180
teachers who were divided into groups of 4-6. They discussed ways of encouraging students
to learn and participate actively during classes. They wrote down coordinated answers
and presented them to the other groups, which was the basis for further discussions. For
the purposes of this paper, we have analyzed their answers by means of inductive thematic
content analysis. The results have shown that three answer categories are the most frequent:
(1) implementing a certain method or type of work (usually group work), (2) correlation of
teaching content with students'everyday experiences and (3) praising and rewarding students’
progress. Answers which indicated that teachers use a differentiated approach in teaching
(for example, the use of exercises with various levels of difficulty, creating conditions for
discovering potentials for expressing talents), which lays basis for inclusive education. In order
to ensure inclusion in schools and create possibilities for every child’s academic achievement
in accordance with his or her potentials, teachers need additional encouragement in using
methods which can support that.

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QUALITY OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION PRACTICES
IN REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

Inclusive education is a way of thinking and acting that demonstrates universal acceptance
of, and belonging for, all students. Indicators of Inclusive Schools are organized in five
dimensions. The research aim is to determine inclusive education practices in the regular
schools in Republic of Macedonia through inclusive quality indicators and whether the
schools meet the needs of the diverse learners. As method we used descriptive analysis, and
the data were obtained using the technique of inquiry and the Quiality indicators of inclusive
schools questionnaire as an instrument. Research results show that in most of the schools
(44.4%) support and active participation in providing leadership, guidance and policies
consistent with an inclusive philosophy is in progress, in 40.5% teachers already started to
plan accommodations for students with disabilities, based on their IEP, and 46.5% already
started to plan modifications to curriculum goals and classroom instruction for students
with disabilities. The most negative results showed that 61.4% of schools do not use assistive
technology for students with SEN in classrooms as needed for meaningful participation in
instructional activities. Even though there are areas in which additional efforts are needed,
generally overall results indicate positive tendency in creation of inclusive practice in regular
schools in Republic of Macedonia.

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EDUCATION AS A DRIVING FORCE OF DEMOCRATIZATION:
ANALYSIS OF LEGAL AND STRATEGIC FRAMEWORK
OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

The goal of this research is to shed light on the extent to which the Republic of Serbia is
legally and strategically ready to successfully implement inclusive education in practice.
Inclusive education in Serbia has been developing along with and as a result of the EU
accession process and the overall process of democratization in Serbia. However, the demand
for inclusive education is not a matter of political will but of international norms adopted
long before the signing of the Agreement on Stabilization and Association. The National
Assembly of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, and later on of the Republic of Serbia,
adopted the Convention on the Rights of the Child in 1990 and thereby committed itself to
realizing the international obligations and standards at the national level, first and foremost
by aligning the national legal framework with the given Convention, but also by undertaking
all necessary measures to help reflect the adopted legal norms in practice. By conducting
qualitative comparison of content, namely, the level of legal alignment with the international
obligations, this research aims at analyzing which measures have thus far been successfully
undertaken and which require more commitment in order to make inclusive education one
of the prominent priorities of the education reform. It is expected that research findings shall
indicate a need for the improvement of educational policies and the enhancement of the
visibility of inclusion in the strategic documents of the Republic of Serbia.

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SOCIO-PEDAGOGICAL APPROACH TO DIVERSITY IN
EDUCATION: A COMPARATIVE SURVEY
IN THREE COUNTRIES

The attitudes of individuals and communities toward social phenomena are not uniform. The
development of inclusive culture within a community is directly related to the social construct,
and awareness of individuals. The aim of this paper is to find out how teachers and students
in different countries are ready to accept students with disabilities, and which capabilities
they have to improve inclusion. The focus of this paper is to consider the social context, which
excludes legal regulations and material resources, including a segment of humanity, in the
pedagogical and ethical framework. The research was conducted in B&H, Serbia and Finland,
examining the attitudes of students and teachers about inclusion of children with disabilities in
regular schools. In an effort to obtain the requested information, we applied the comparative
method and techniques of surveying 30 teachers and 150 students. The results showed that
teachers in Finland have a greater willingness to work with students with disabilities than
teachers in other two countries. The results also showed that students of two Balkan countries
expressed a greater degree of acceptance and tolerance toward their peers with disabilities.
The paper gives implications in creating positive attitudes toward inclusion of students with
disabilities in regular primary schools, such as including SNA and expert associates in schools.

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EDUCATIONAL ASPIRATIONS AND PLACE OF RESIDENCE

Mladen Radulovi¢

Starting point of this paper is a hypothesis that education is inclusive only if it allows equal
opportunities for educational success for all students. This paper deals with the question
whether education in Serbia can be considered as inclusive, in regard to its ability to involve
students from different parts of country. We were interested in testing whether the children
from small towns are equally included in the education system as children from major cities.
A total of 1973 high school students from 100 schools participated in the survey. Educational
aspirations, i.e. highest level of education that child seeks to achieve (1. high school; 2. higher
vocational school; 3. bachelor studies; 4. postgraduate studies) were studied as an indicator
of the involvement of the child in the education system. Students' responses were classified
into four groups according to their place of residence (1. Settlements up to 3,000 inhabitants;
2. Small towns up to 50,000 inhabitants; 3. Major cities and regional centers; 4. Belgrade). The
results showed that among the pupils from the settlements up to 3,000 people a choice of
high school as the highest educational level is more common than among other students
(24% of them does not intend to continue their education after high school, compared with
13% of students from small towns and around 11% of students from major cities and Belgrade).
On the other hand, the attendance of postgraduate studies is the intention of 43% of Belgrade
pupils and only 22% of students from the smallest settlements. It can be concluded that the
education system in Serbia is failing to interest and equally involve different students, and it
seems that for the inclusiveness radical changes in education and social system are necessary.

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ACTIVE TEACHING METHODS IN CROATIAN
PRIMARY SCHOOLS

Many European countries are dissatisfied with their educational system. The Republic of
Croatia is no exception. Unless fundamental changes are made in its schools, Croatia will
not be able to survive in today’s society. The first step is changing the way people think
about and perceive education, i.e. a shift towards active teaching methods and an inclusive
education. Active teaching methods are student oriented, which means that students
are active constructors of their own knowledge. Inclusive education is based on the right
to quality education for all students, as well as on the students’ equal participation in the
educational process which is enabled by active teaching methods. Since one of the elements
of an inclusive education is changing the approach to teaching, the objective of this paper is
to examine the frequency of application of active teaching methods in a number of Croatian
primary schools. The study will include 280 primary school teachers in 11 primary schools
in the Republic of Croatia. A questionnaire will consist of 15 statements, and the teachers
will assess the level of agreement on a five-point Likert-type scale. The paper will examine
differences in the teachers'assessment with regard to years of experience, qualifications and
workin primary school. The results could serve as an indicator and incentive to specific groups
of teachers for the need for the increased application of active teaching methods.

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SPECIALIZED EDUCATIONAL TOOLS
FOR VISUALLY IMPAIRED CHILDREN

Inclusion of students with special needs is an advantage, but only if all the students play an
equivalent role in the classroom. Therefore, the students need adjusted educational tools,
methods and approaches that help them to achieve the same educational standards. One of
the most important factors for children with special needs is most certainly the wide spectrum
of adjusted educational tools. The present study focused on the design and construction
of such tools that can be made instantly and used in the classroom daily, in contrast to
special, highly technical and educational devices. In our study, evaluation of the adjusted
educational tools for visually impaired children was performed during elementary school
courses: mathematics, Slovene language, science, biology, physics, English, art lessons, history
and geography. The praxis shows that the newly developed educational tools contribute
significantly to the greater understanding of the subject, including the improved knowledge
of the students without special needs. Thus the adjusted educational tools are useful for all
students in the inclusive classroom.

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ADAPTATION OF ELECTRICAL EXPERIMENTS
FOR BLIND AND PARTIALLY SIGHTED STUDENTS

Introduction of inclusion in elementary schools is the foundation of our future society. The
process of inclusion has been integrated in the comprehensive education system. Teachers
must be well aware of the personal needs of the students. This is also applied to the blind and
partially sighted children, who are included into the regular education processes in Slovenia.
The study of lesson adaptations for the blind and partially sighted students focuses on the
physical experiments. The study imperative is for the blind and partially sighted students to
acquire independence in performing experiments and introducing a quality inclusive climate
in the classroom. One of the most extensive chapters in the ninth grade physics lesson plan
is the chapter on the electric current and voltage. The lesson plan of the chapter is designed
mostly as performing experiments. The experiments are based on electric currents, which
are connected to electricity consumers, such as lightbulbs. The blind and partially sighted
students have trouble detecting light, thus it is necessary to introduce quality adaptations,
which substitute the lightbulb with some form of tactile detection. Adaptations are required
in other electronic elements as well. The results of research show progress in knowledge of
blind in partially sighted students in physics.

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THE ROLE OF THE PEDAGOGICAL ASSISTANT

The paper represents an effort to define and describe the activities and assignments
performed by the pedagogical assistant in an elementary school while working with
students in need of additional educational support, their parents and teachers and all other
participants in the educational process. The research is conceptualized as a case study of
the pedagogical assistant’s role in the elementary school Joca Milosavljevic in Bagrdan, by
interviewing eleven participants in the educational process and by analysing the available
documentation. The role of the pedagogical assistant has been observed in accordance with
defined components and indicators: helping students, helping teachers, collaboration with
parents and establishing cooperation and procedures. The dominant role of the pedagogjical
assistant in the observed school is working directly with students, that is, giving support in
the learning process, and social and emotional relationships, to individuals and groups of
students. The least present activity is establishment and development of cooperation with
institutions and organizations of the local community. The results of the research can be used
to improve the role of the pedagogical assistant in the observed school, and even to enhance
the quality and equity in the educational system of the Republic of Serbia through developing
the role of the pedagogical assistant.

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FAMILY SUPPORT AND RESOURCES FOR CHILDREN
WITH DISABILITIES IN REGULAR KINDERGARDENS

The trend of inclusive education in the country is present for the pre-school institutions
already. The research aims to show which resources are available to the family and who is
the biggest support to the families of children with disabilities in pre-school institutions. As
part of this research we obtained information from 37 parents of children with disability from
kindergartens in Bitola and Veles. It was determined that most respondents have support
from their partners. Also, kindergartens are recognized as a resource that plays an important
role in the lives of children with special educational needs and their families. From all available
resources time is the most frequent one which they are spending it with their children and
financial resources which are spend on their daily needs and treatment. The results are opposite
than expected, family resources and support are not related although it was expected as the
resources were growing to grow and support. The results have shown that with the growth
of support resources were shrinking. The families of children with special educational needs
need more psychological support and counseling, psychosocial and educational support in
achieving their rights in the field of social and health care, as well as more support from the
local community.
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THE IMPORTANCE OF ORAL PRAXIS
IN CHILDRED WITH ARTICULATION DISORDERS

For appropriate sound articulation of a language, developed oral-motor skills are necessary
and they are part of motor development of children. Oral-motor skills are significant not only
for complex articulation movements in the lingual phase but also in the prelingual period
because they enable breathing, sucking, chewing and swallowing movements. That is why
it is necessary even at that stage, by developing these movements, to create adequate
circumstances for development of complex articulation skills. The aim of this paper was to,
based on the analysis of relevant research studies in the field of articulation disorders, point
out the significance of oral praxis for development of sound production in children. Based on
the significant number of research studies, we can conclude that children with articulation
disorders achieve lower scores during examination of oral praxis than children with regular
speech. Pedagogical and psychological value of these analyses is in raising awareness about
early intervention and prevention of difficulties that can occur both during early stages of
developmentaswellasinschool-age children.Thatiswhyitisimportantto undertake measures
during the earliest age in order to improve development of these skills. By introducing solid
foods in a baby’s diet, it gets not only nutritious substances necessary for development but
also the opportunity to exercise muscles of the soft palate, tongue, cheek and lips. This issue
does not receive a sufficient amount of attention in education system even though it can
have serious consequences. Omitting or incorrect articulation of certain sounds can lead to
errors in writing and thus affect academic performance. From a psychological point of view a
child with articulation disorder can experience a sense of shame, avoid talking in public, and
become a target of peer derision, which can negatively affect his or her confidence. That is
why educating teachers to recognize this and similar developmental disorders and pointing
out the significance of an early intervention, can contribute to positive child development.

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CHILDREN'PLAY IN THE CONTEXT
OF INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

The starting point in this paper was the fact that in the early childhood development, children
are socially competent for establishing different social interactions and essential for giving
stimulus to the other children with special needs. The paper deals with the understanding
of children’s perspective and the perspective of adults in the context of social development.
The aim of this study was to investigate whether the children perceive as different child with
additional help. Data were collected through interviews with children and questionnaires
with teachers and parents. In total, 26 children 3-5 years and 8 adults were interviewed.
The results from the study have shown that children play with other children in the group
distinguishing only the best male and female friends. All children had some experience in
providing assistance or support to one another. Children have "defined”the word help “when
someone needed something, something was needed, in order to come together to see or do
something” Aid was understood exclusively in the context of the game. Children do not see
the "otherness”as the adults do. In the environment that provides security to all children, the
community that teaches others, parents and educators distinguish as the most appropriate:
cooperation, behavior model and the way of communicating with children. Implication of
the obtained results of the research show:children are competent for pursuing various social
interactions in an inclusive process, children in early development starts to accept differences
and learn to live with it, parents and teachers have the task of monitoring social development
of a child with additional support.

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BIOLOGICAL AND ECOLOGICAL TERMS
IN'EVERYDAY LIFE OF ROMA CHILDREN

When looking at the lifestyle in Roma settlements, where households do not have access to
potable water nor a sewer system, one can note their significant awareness of the importance
of preserving the ecosystem whose current state threatens with various, mostly parasitic or
infectious diseases which can have an epidemic character. The low level of their education
and illiteracy represent the largest causes of their value system in which education is not
appreciated at all. The rights of every person, including the Roma people, include the right to
a healthy environment. The Roma children should acquire the knowledge of the environment
through education, starting from pre-school age, which will create a good basis for awareness
of the importance of preserving the environment and their own health. This paper presents
the assessment of knowledge on biological and ecological terms used by students of pre-
school and primary education as the basis for any further activity in promoting a healthy
(co)habitation with the nature. Data was collected by interviewing 32 respondents and
analysed through the qualitative method. The use of certain terms implies the recognition
and identification of mainly indigenous species of plants and animals, biotopes (habitates),
biocenosis and ecosystems from the immediate environment. Insufficient knowledge of the
Croatian language presents a barrier. Obtained results suggest the necessity of education on
environmental protection which would prove beneficial to Roma children later in life.
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A GOOD PLAN OF STIMULATION
— SUCCESSFUL SOCIAL INCLUSION

The very concept of social development and socialization is associated with the interaction
with other children and adults. Although socialization develops and runs during the entire life
of its most turbulent development in the very infancy. At our institution for children who have
difficulty in getting used to stay in a group, in cooperation with parents is called an individual
plan of stimulation on the basis of which follow the evolution and determine the objectives
to be achieved in a period of time. For this we made a special scale that proved to be very
good and effective. Research we conducted in our institution refers to a number of children
who had difficulties in social development and interaction with peers. We made individual
plans incentives for those children who have had more areas in particular referred to the social
development because they would need the most support. Our goal was that children who
lag behind in social development to better fit the environment in which they reside. We came
to the following results: the children for which they are made individual plans incentives are
promoted in a considerable extent in comparison to those who do not have them, these
children began to stand out in some areas where previously their options were at the lowest
level, children they were very nicely accepted and tried to help them solve some tasks that
were later able to independently solve, their vocabulary has increased, respect the rules of the
group, stopped self-harm, they began to rejoice praise, tolerant are shared toys and objects
with other children, waiting for their turn, participation in group activities. The aim of our
study is that what clearer and more accurate way to present the way we come to better social
inclusion of children in need of our support and peer learning has an important role in this.

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MIRROR NEURONS AS A CRUCIAL
SUBSTRATE OF SOCIAL LEARNING IN THE INCLUSION

Human development would be unthinkable without the capacity to learn by observing
others’behavior. In the process of social learning, mirror neurons, which allow for an effective
social learning, are essential and have meaning in the context of inclusive learning situations.
Therefore, we wonder where students with special needs should be placed in order to achieve
the highest possible degree of social skills and academic knowledge. We have analyzed,
summarized and synthesized the findings of researchers in the field of mirror neurons in
conjunction with social learning, and integrated them with our findings of the study on the
social integration of the pupils of special needs in mainstream education. Our key findings are
that in order to achieve the greatest social and academic effects of students it is necessary
to provide a wide (inclusive and diverse) community of students. On these findings, we can
design the composition of classes, namely, how to place students with special needs or
deficits in order to satisfy the condition of appropriate diversification and maximum learning
achievements. The findings of our analysis are advocating the importance of social integration
of students with special needs to be included in all accessible learning environments in terms
of inclusion.

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THE ROLE OF SCHOOL BONDING IN DIFFERENT
ENGAGEMENT OF CHILDREN IN PEER VIOLENCE

Peer violence is one of the leading problems in schools all over the world. Children in peer
violence can be engage in different roles (bullies, victims, active and passive assistants,
defenders and bystanders). Starting from the Bronfenbrenner ecological systems theory, an
important role in the engagement of children in peer violence have some school factors.
Therefore, the aim of this study was to examine the relationship of school bonding and the
different roles of children in the peer violence. The study included 715 students of seventh
and eighth graders from Republic of Croatia. The average age was 13.22 years. In addition to
demographic data questionnaire in the survey have been used and adapted Participant Role
Questionnaire (PRQ) and School Bonding Scale. For processing the statistical data were used
descriptive and correlation analysis. It was found that most children perceive themselves in
the role of defenders, then in the role of bystanders, victims, passive assistants, active assistant
and at least in the role of bullies. Respondents are more committed to school obligations,
while the attachment to school is much lower. Children in the roles of bullies, active and
passive assistants and bystanders are less bonded to school than children in the roles of
victims and defenders. We conclude that the lower school bonding reflects negatively on
the child’s behavior toward peers. Therefore, the results of this study can be used for making
school prevention programs, with emphasis on an inclusive approach that implies a balanced
intervention to children in different roles, and improving interaction between students, as
well as students and teachers.
